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Greenfield Education Foundation Scholarship

Application/Nomination Materials

The Greenfield Education Foundation awards several scholarships to qualified students attending post-secondary institutions of higher education.

Scholarship Criteria

1. The student must be a graduating senior at Greenfield High School.  

2. The student must be enrolled in a vocational/technical college or a four-year college/university for either the first or second semester of the following school year.  Documentation of such enrollment is to be presented to the high school guidance department no later than February 1st of that school year.

3. The primary intent of a GEF scholarship is to acknowledge the character and contributions of the applicant.  Contributions need not be to the high school but could be demonstrated in home, the workplace or elsewhere in the community.

4. There is a qualifying academic requirement of a 2.0 grade point average.

5. Prime consideration is given to students who have not been awarded other scholarships.

6. Special consideration is given to students who demonstrate success at overcoming a disability or other difficult personal situations.  Students who receive special education or at-risk services may have a different qualifying academic requirement than a 2.0 grade point average.
7. Special consideration is given to students who demonstrate significant improvement in grades, behavior and/or attendance.
8. Financial need is not a consideration.

9. Student scholarship winners will authorize the use of the student’s photograph on the Greenfield Education Foundation web page and/or other communication which identifies the awarding of a student scholarship.

10. Students may be nominated for a GEF scholarship, provided two faculty members sign-off on the nomination forms.

Overview of Application/Nomination Procedures
1. The Student Information portion of the Application/Nomination forms must be complete.  Staff members may complete the paperwork if they prefer to keep the nomination confidential.
2. Two (2) letters of recommendation from appropriate adults must be attached to the forms.  The letters of recommendation should specifically describe the student’s character and positive contributions to others.  Letters from peers and family members are not appropriate.
3. A completed request form for a high school transcript must accompany the application/nomination.
4. All materials must be submitted to the student’s Guidance Counselor no later than April 1st.
5. The forms may be filled in electronically.  BE SURE TO SAVE THE DOCUMENT TO YOUR OWN DISK, FLASH DRIVE, HARD DRIVE OR OTHER LCOATION.  THIS INFORMATION CANNOT BE SAVED ON THE GEF WEB PAGE.
