You will design the travel brochure article to include interesting facts, description, location and the history of this famous world landmark/place.  The travel brochure will include graphics, captions, titles and maps.  After we preview all of our brochures our class will then vote for our top 5 landmarks/places of the world to visit!

The inside of the brochure should include a map and a brief article describing the world landmark.  The back cover will include your name, date and hour.  In order for you to design the travel brochure you will need to research your landmark using books, encyclopedias and the Internet, etc.  You may have to visit the local library or travel agent, too! 
After your brochures are completed, the class will look through all brochures.  From our previews, we will decide on the top 5 world landmarks to visit.

2.     Research your famous landmark/place.  Use books, encyclopedias, CD encyclopedias, the Internet, etc.  You may want to visit your local travel agent or library, too.  You should find several interesting facts about the landmark.  You should also be able to describe the landmark.  You should be able to locate where the landmark is and write about some of the historical points of the famous landmark. 
       Use the fact-finding sheet to help you gather information. 
  
3.     Start to design your travel brochure.  (Remember:  all travel brochures will be previewed by the class so we can vote for our favorite landmarks/places in the world to visit.)  The travel brochure includes four pages: 
  
Page 1----Front Cover: Eye pleasing, decorative, neat, original etc.  It should include pictures, captions and drawings, etc. 
  
Page  2----Inside Left Page:  Include a map or two, drawings, slogans, captions, etc. 
  
Page 3----Inside Right Page: Include the typed description of the landmark/place.  Give lots of facts and information about the landmark.  The typed description should include 5 paragraphs and be very detailed:

     Paragraph 4:  Historical Paragraph:  Describe the history of the 
                              landmark/place.
      Paragraph 5:  Closing Paragraph:  This paragraph should entice and invite the traveler to visit this world famous
                               landmark. 
            Page 4----Back Cover:  Travel Brochure designed by:   Name,  Due Date and Hour 
  
4.     Travel Brochures will be turned on specified due date. 
  
5.     All class travel brochures will be on display for our class.  You will preview and look through all travel brochures.  You will select the 5 top landmarks/places of the world to visit and briefly explain why.  As a class we will tabulate our 5 TOP Famous Landmarks/Places of the World to Visit.

Evaluation 
  
Students will be graded using the rubric provided for the travel brochure.  Students will be graded for the following criteria: 
·        Complete/thorough and accurate content 
·        Knowledge gained 
·        Originality, relevance, attractiveness and neatness of travel brochure 
·        Correct spelling, capitalization, punctuation and grammar 
·        Indenting of paragraphs 
·        Overall quality of travel brochure 
·        Organization of travel brochure 
·        Turned in on specified due date 
·        Typed article 
·        Cover: decorative, eye-pleasing, original, neat and include pictures and drawings 
·        Inside left side of brochure includes a map or two 
·        Inside right side of brochure includes typed 5 paragraph description of landmark/place 
·        Back cover includes Name, Due Date and Hour 
  
200 possible points can be earned on the travel brochure. 
  
The point scale is as follows: 
·        A=186-200 points 
·        B=170-185 points 
·        C=156-169 points 
·        D=140-155 points 
·        F=Below 140 points
